Great News for Missouri Uniformed Overseas Citizens Absentee Voters Assistance (UOCAVA) Voters:
The Missouri Secretary of State’s Office has determined that state law allows UOCAVA voters to request an absentee ballot via email directly to their local election authority. Missouri statutes still only allow for voter registration via postal mail, as an original signature is required. MISSOURI – Missouri counties may now accept the Federal Post Card Application (FPCA) for absentee ballot request by Fax or email.

“Der Meistertrunk“(The Master Draught) - Historical Festival

In 1631 during the Thirty Years War, Rothenburg was taken by imperial troops under Count Tilly after bitter fighting. Somewhat amused after being handed the welcome drink - a tankard holding over 3 liters of wine - the Count promised leniency if one of the town citizens could drink the whole tankard in one draught. Nusch took up the challenge and thereby saved his town. This episode was first performed as a festival play in 1881. Every Whitsun this event is recreated when hundreds of citizens dress up in period costume and take part in the "Master Draught", as well as a historical procession and a variety of military camps. Travelers should confirm with their individual carriers or their agents as to what will constitute allowable or "excess" baggage when traveling. For leisure travel, be prepared to travel lighter, or potentially pay more.

Most pets importable to the United States 
People moving to the U.S. this summer may take most types of pets with them if they plan ahead. However, endangered species laws prevent people from taking some turtles, birds and reptiles to the U.S. Dogs must be free of disease and be vaccinated against rabies at least 30 days before they reach the United States. Puppies younger than three months and dogs in rabies-free areas such as the United Kingdom are exempted. Unvaccinated dogs will be inoculated on arrival and confined for 30 days at the owners' expense. Cats must show no signs of disease and rabies vaccination is required in most U.S. states. People wanting to ship pet birds should consult the USDA web site for the latest information on shipping birds as the procedures may change at short notice due to avian flu.
