If you are filing for naturalization based upon qualifying military service, you will need to submit the documentation listed below: 

1) Completed and signed Form N-400, Application for Naturalization.  While all of the information asked for on the N400 is important, be sure the following information is provided and correct:



-Name



-CIS A#


-Basis for Eligibility (New Form: check block "C" – qualifying military service.  Failure to check this    box will result in your application being returned to you if it was submitted without fee.) 



-Signature in Part 11


-Part 12 should include the information pertaining to the person completing the form, if other than the Applicant



-Do NOT complete Part 13 or 14 (this is to be completed by, and in front of, a CIS Officer)

2) A photocopy of both sides of your Permanent Resident Card (previously known as Alien Registration Card, or “green card”.)  Refer to The Guide to Naturalization for examples of cards.  Some applicants applying based on military service may not have a Permanent Resident Card.
3) Two color photographs (frontal image).  This is a change from the previous requirement of a ¾ ‘turned’ image.
4) A check or money order in the appropriate amount:

5) Form N-426, Certification of Military or Naval Service, completed and signed on the front.  

APPLICANTS WILL RECEIVE ASSISTANCE FROM THEIR MILITARY SERVICE BRANCH OR UNIT IN COMPLETING THIS FORM.   
CONTACT YOUR PERSONNEL SECTION.

Military offices will pre-certify the applicant’s service prior to the application being filed.  (Page 2 must show all dates of military service.  Bottom of page 2 must be signed and sealed/stamped by Certifying Officer – Please ensure data are correct and indicated whether service is “honorable”).

6) Form G-325B, Biographic Information, completed on the front.

APPLICANTS WILL RECEIVE ASSISTANCE FROM THEIR MILITARY SERVICE BRANCH OR UNIT IN COMPLETING THIS FORM.  CONTACT YOUR PERSONNEL SECTION.

7) Cover Letter

If you are filing your application from outside of the United States, then you should provide a cover letter indicating a US address (city and state address) in addition to your APO or FPO address.  A US address is needed in order to have the automated systems process your application.  It is also required that you provide contact information overseas, such as a phone number (home, work or cell) as well as a POC of someone in the US who would know how to contact you.

If you are filing your application from outside of the United States, you must indicate in a cover letter at which CIS office you wish to be interviewed.  NOTE: CIS has special arrangements with the Arlington, Virginia and Honolulu, Hawaii offices to interview applicants filing from abroad.  However, you may indicate any CIS office, including overseas offices (as of October 1, 2004).

If you are filing your application from overseas and wish to be interviewed in the United States, indicate multiple dates that you will be in the United States for your interview and oath ceremony.  The earliest date that you indicate must be at least four months after the date you filed your application (example, if you filed on February 1, 2004, you should not list a date prior to June 1, 2004).






8) Miscellaneous

--If an attorney or accredited representative is acting on your behalf, include a completed and signed Form G-28, “Notice of Entry of Appearance as Attorney or Representative”

--If your name is different that the name shown on your Permanent Resident Card, then submit the document that legally changed your name (marriage license, divorce decree, or court documentation) or submit a detailed explanation of why you use a different name.

--If you were previously married, submit proof of termination of ALL of your prior marriages (divorce decree or death certificate).

--If you have a dependent spouse or child(ren) and have been ordered to provide financial support, send copies of the court or government order to provide financial support and evidence that you have complied with the court or government order (cancelled checks, money order receipts, a court or agency printout of child support payments, or evidence of wage garnishments).

--If you have ever been arrested or detained by any law enforcement office for any reason and no charges were filed, submit an official statement from the arresting agency or applicable court indicating that no charges were filed.
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--If you have ever been arrested or detained by any law enforcement officer for any reason and charges were filed, submit an original or certified copy of the complete court disposition for each incident (dismissal order, conviction record, or acquittal order).

--If you have ever been convicted or placed in an alternative sentencing program or rehabilitative program, submit the sentencing record for each incident and evidence that you completed your sentence (probation record, parole record, or evidence that you completed an alternative sentencing program or rehabilitative program).

--If you have ever had any arrest or conviction vacated, set aside, sealed, expunged, or otherwise removed from your record, send an original or certified copy of the court order vacating, setting aside, sealing, expunging, or otherwise removing the arrest or conviction.

--If you have ever failed to file an income tax return when it was required by law, submit copies of all correspondence with the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) regarding your failure to file.

--If you have any Federal, state, or local taxes that are overdue, submit a signed agreement from the IRS, state, or local tax office showing that you have filed a tax return and arranged to pay the taxes you owe and documentation from the IRS, state, or local office showing the current status of your repayment program.

--When the application is complete, and ALL necessary supporting forms are attached, the application based on qualifying military service must be sent to the following address:
