3.  The minutes of the 19 September 2006 meeting were approved with no changes.

4.  CW4 Pierce opened the meeting with a request that members make themselves available if possible to meet with retirees from the Hanau and Giessen garrisons and their local Retiree Councils if such a meeting can be coordinated.  With those garrisons drawing down and eventually closing, the Wiesbaden/Mainz council is committed to assisting the retired service members in those areas.  This may include having the Hanau Retiree Council become a sub council under the Wiesbaden/Mainz council when that garrison completely closes.

5.   Communications between the garrison and the retired community and within the retired community are an issue.  Council brainstormed various methods of ensuring retirees know of the council’s existence and what we and the garrison are trying to do for them.  Suggestion was made to create some kind of flyer and post it near the retiree mail boxes and even hand them out at the mail room and other points that retirees frequent. 

6.  The marking of the cross-walks in the Hainerburg shopping area is still an open issue.  While new stripes have been painted, the no-parking in those areas is not being enforced and there is still not a marked cross-walk leading to the 24 hour shoppette.
  CW4 Pierce will bring this matter to the garrison commander’s attention.
7.  CW4 Pierce will also meet with the garrison commander in reference to the bus transportation to Landstuhl.  We are requesting that the bus go on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday instead of the Monday, Wednesday, and Friday schedule it now follows.

8.  The next meeting of the council will be on 18 September 2007.

9.  The meeting was adjourned at 2045.
