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YOUR GUIDE TO DEERS ENROLLMENT AND ID CARD ISSUANCE
PURPOSE

The purpose of this brochure is to:

-  Provide general information about Defense Enrollment Eligibility Reporting System (DEERS) enrollment and the Real Time Automated Personnel Identification System (RAPIDS). 

-  Provide specific information about DEERS/RAPIDS enrollment and ID Card documentation, verification, and issuance requirements in the absence of the sponsor.
DEERS Enrollment/Initial ID Cards  
If Sponsor is present at time of enrollment:

-  Source Documents (i.e. Court Order, Birth Certificate, Final Adoption Decree, Marriage Certificate) must be originals, court-certified copies or photocopies that reflect the court file number. NOTE:  Foreign adoptions of children age 6 or older require additional documentation

-  Two forms of ID, one of which must contain a photo  (except for children) 

If Sponsor is not present at time of enrollment, also need the following (in addition to the above):  

-   A DD Form 1172:  
-  signed by the sponsor in block 90, with a notary seal and signature placed in the right margin of Section III, DD Form 1172; or 

-  verified by another verifying official from any ID Card Facility, or
-  signed by a person in possession of a valid power of attorney.

Renewal ID Cards

If Sponsor is not present at time of issuance:  

-   A DD Form 1172:

-  signed by the sponsor in block 90, with a notary seal and signature placed in the right margin of Section III, DD Form 1172, or
-  verified by another verifying official from any ID Card Facility, or
-  signed by a person in possession of a valid power of attorney.

-  Two forms of ID, one of which must contain a photo  (except for children)

-  Expired/Mutilated Identification Cards

Lost/Stolen ID Cards

If Sponsor is not present at time of issuance:  

-   A DD Form 1172:

-   signed by the sponsor in block 90, with a notary seal and signature placed in the right margin of Section III, DD Form 1172, or
-  verified by another verifying official from any ID Card Facility, or
-  signed by a person in possession of a valid power of attorney.

-  Two forms of ID, one of which must contain a photo  (except for children)
-  MP Memorandum confirming report of lost/stolen ID Card.

Children Under Age 10 - Reasons for issue:

-  Child’s temporary guardian lives far from parents’ duty station and must use medical facility other than the one maintaining the child’s records.

-  Child resides temporarily away from the sponsor while attending school and there is no eligible spouse.

-  Child is of a joint service couple or a single parent.

-  Child’s physical appearance warrants issue (looks older than 10).

-  Child does not reside in the household of parent/custodian possessing a DoD ID card.

Dependency Determinations

-  All renewal applications for an ID Card must be forwarded to DFAS-IN for another review and determination and indicate in remarks section of the DD Form 1172 that a previous determination was made on (enter date).

-  A temporary card may be issued if the expiration of the ID Card would interrupt medical care.  Sponsor must certify in block 89, DD Form 1172 that he/she will be financially responsible for any medical care the dependent received since the expiration of the ID Card should the dependency determination be disapproved.
